Last week we celebrated Literacy Week with a variety of activities that inspired and engaged our ākonga in 
reading and writing. A big thank you to Mr Moriarty for his efforts in leading and organising such a meaning-
ful week for our school. 

Each day featured a Poem of the Day, staff reading across classrooms, and themed word hunts around the 
school. These included nouns, verbs, adjectives, and a Samoan Language Hunt to mark Sāmoan Language 
Week.
