The past two weeks have been significant in the history of education in Aotearoa: if you follow the
work of the Waitangi Tribunal you will be aware of the current claim before the tribunal - Wai 3553:
The Education and Training Amendment Act Urgent Inquiry.

The claimants are a collective group led by Ngati Hine, Te Kapotai, NZEI Te Riu Roa, PPTA Te
Wehengarua (Post Primary Teachers' Association) and Te Akatea (Maori Principals Association).

This urgent claim was filed in response to the Government's proposed education reforms, specifically
the decision to remove the obligation for school boards to "give effect to Te Tiriti o Waitangi" and
the restructuring of the national curriculum.

Yesterday the Tribunal heard the closing submissions.

We have set up a Pataka (a fridge) in the foyer area outside my office. We will place leftover, surplus
or soon to expire food in there - which our Glenview whanau can help themselves to.
