e Always remember to press “Submit”
once you have completed your order

e “Transactions” will show all your
top-ups and purchases

e Remember to check the cut off time
for your providers. To view cut-off
times and menus — go to “Menus”
under “Families” on the Home Page

If your child is unwell or can't attend school,
log onto Lunchonline, click on to the order for
this day-you will see a cancel button. This
must be done before the providers cut off
time for ordering (most providers are 9am on
the day of delivery, but some vary - check
with your school).

e Normal procedure when there is a
problem with lunches is that the child
would go to the office as soon as they
notice a problem.

e If the food item is not located, we ask the
office staff to ring the Lunch Provider.

e  The provider will either refund the family
or deliver any missed or incorrect lunches
to the school immediately. This way the
problem can be fixed quickly.

e We appreciate your help in ensuring your
children are aware of this process.
