Children, especially younger 

ones, can be very observant but not always accurate interpreters 

of what they see or hear. If your child raises an issue, let them 

know they’ve been heard—but also help them (and us) by 

reaching out to their whānau teacher first. That’s the best way to 

ensure we all have the full picture and can work together toward 

a positive out come.
